At the Olives Church, we rejoice to see God
working in the lives of individuals. Alexander
Luguiza, a man who has recently returned home
with his iwo young children after being
abandoned by his wife, has shown great hunger
for the Word of God. He has expressed a cleor
desire to be baptized and grow in his wolk with
Christ, We also rejoice in sharing the wonderful
news thot six feenagers from the Olives Church
have surrendered their lives to Christ, making
the life-changing decision to follow Him.
